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Dave Hewitt Appointed Interim Highway Superintendent

by Alex Brooks

The Petersburgh Town Board accepted the resigna-
tion of Town Highway Superintendent Adam Beaudry
at its October 18 meeting, and appointed Town High-
way worker Dave Hewitt as interim Superintendent
from November 2 until the end of 2021. Beaudry’s
resignation letter cited “personal reasons” for his res-
ignation, and recommended that Hewitt be appointed
to lead the Department for the remainder of the year.
Dave Hewitt is running unopposed for the Highway
Superintendent position, so it is expected that he will
continue to serve as Highway Superintendent for the
foreseeable future.

The Highway Department is down two men from
their normal complement, and is seeking to hire new
highway workers. Supervisor Dennis Smith said he
believes that the Town has two applicants so far for
those positions, and hopes to get back to full strength
soon.

WIIA Grant Reimbursement

The Town submitted a request for reimbursement for
expenses covered by the Water Infrastructure (WIIA)
grant over two months ago and believed that all neces-
sary paperwork had been submitted to have that request
processed and paid. But recently the Town heard from
an administrator at the Environmental Facilities Cor-
poration (EFC) which is handling the grant adminis-
tration asking for 20 plus more documents it wants to
see before reimbursing the Town. Councilman Heinz
Noeding has been handling this matter for the Town
along with its consultant Municipal Solutions who

was hired to handle the grant paperwork. Noeding said
the problem seems to center around projects that were
done on an emergency basis, and therefore did not go
through a normal bid process for choosing the contrac-
tor. These include work done on Well #2 and Well #6,
and the emergency repair of the pipe under the water
tank. Noeding said these projects were signed off on
by officials at the NYS Department of Health, which
the Town believed allowed it to get the repairs done on
an emergency basis and still be covered by the grant,
but now that idea is called into question. Noeding said
because EFC handles Federal money passed through
for state-administered projects, Federal rules and
paperwork requirements come with the Federal money.

“This is the mess that we are in,” said Noeding. He
is not sure how this problem will be resolved, but he
said the worst case scenario is that a portion of the
reimbursement requested by the Town could be disal-
lowed and will not be reimbursed by the grant. The
total amount of the reimbursement request is “well
over $200,000,” and the amount of the items in dis-
pute is something like $90,000.

The good news, said Noeding, is that most of the
remainder of the project will be done as part of a large
contract which will be put out to bid and presumably
handled by a large contractor who is accustomed to
compliance with federal rules and paperwork.
Landfill Update

Tom Berry said the ground is still too wet at the
landfill to do the drainage work that is planned, but

they still hope to get it done before the snow flies. He
also said both Berlin and Petersburgh have agreed to
put up fencing and gates to keep vehicles from driv-
ing on the landfill cap, and the Petersburgh Highway
crew has agreed to put them up, but he is not sure
when that will happen.

Library Administration

Library Director Anita Wilson pushed back at the
notion put forth at last month’s Town Board meeting
that the way the library administration has worked for
many decades has been improper or incorrect. She
said suggestions made by several Town Board mem-
bers last month that the Town’s handling of library
finances has been done wrong and needs to be cor-
rected are an “erroneous portrayal of the situation.”

She said the system used until now of handling
the Library as a department of the Town was set up
with appropriate legal counsel and guidance, and it
was designed to make library administration more
efficient and save money for the taxpayers. She said
many municipal libraries across the State operate this
way, including at least a dozen of the libraries in the
Upper Hudson system.

The Library Board has been cooperative about
making the changes requested by the Town Board.
A member of the Library Board came to the Town
Board’s budget workshop to discuss in detail how
they plan to set up their own payroll and begin paying
all their own bills. But members of the Library Board

Budget Hearing

Monday, October 25, at 7 pm, there will be a budget
hearing at the Town Hall. Supervisor Larry Eckhardt
stated that he believes revenue will be higher this year,
since sales and mortgage taxes were higher. He went

No Tax Hike in 2022 Budget

At their October 14 meeting, the
Brunswick Town Board formally
accepted its tentative 2022 budget as
the preliminary budget, which for the
24th time in 27 years calls for no tax
hike. The budget totals $9.188 million
and does increase overall spending.
According to Town Supervisor Phill
Herrington, revenues are also up corre-
spondingly, thus negating the need for
any tax increase. A public hearing on
the budget will be held on Thursday,
November 4 at 6:15 pm.

Old Post Road Golf Club
woeense Welcomed

The old 300-acre Evergreen Country club at 92 Schuurman Road near Exit
11 off Interstate 90 has been purchased by Schodack Golf LLC. The managing
members are Burden Lake Country Club manager Tom Choquette and Rensselaer
County Legislator and founder of Habana Premium Cigar Shoppe in North Green-
bush and Colonie, Scott Bendett. According to the Albany Business Review, they
paid 2.25 million dollars for the golf course. Choquette has a minority stake in the
business and will prepare the course for golfers.

The club closed shortly after the owner and former PGA golf pro Joseph D.
Bove Jr. passed away in 2018 at the age of 79 in Fort Lauderdale. The Bove
family, JDB Legacy Inc. of Hillsboro Beach, Florida, remains involved as holders
of a $1.85 million mortgage. The two 18-hole course property had a public and
private course. The plan is to leave the unmaintained front course alone. “That’s
just real estate now,” Choquette said. “We’re not going to touch that.” (Albany
Business Review, Sept. 13, 2021). They want to cultivate and re-sod the greens
on the private back course. The course will be renamed Old Post Road Golf Club.

The new owners are planning to spend $1 million on repairs and improvements
to the old restaurant and banquet facility and the course in hopes of opening next
spring. While several golf courses have closed before the pandemic, many have
had a renewed interest because of the need for outdoor activities.

According to the October 15 Albany Business Review, Choquette, whose
family has owned the Burden Lake Country Club for 40 years, isn’t concerned
about losing players to this new course because of the distance. He commented,
“The golf community is very strong.”

The
Library also includes outreach to kindergartners and
first graders in the Schodack school district and Story
Place Preschool. Supervisor Harris enjoys one favor-
ite outreach Library program with his grandchildren,
the storytime walk at the Schodack Island State Park.
The Board commended the library for being one of
the biggest little libraries out there.

A 40-year Schodack resident that lives on Sunset
Road brought traffic concerns to the Board. He
thanked the Board for forwarding some of his con-
cerns to the Highway Superintendent, Ken Holmes.
He commended Holmes for his conscientious, knowl-
edgeable assistance. He voiced the need for the roads
in the area to be upgraded. The user bypass roads like
Sunset have difficulty dealing with the amount of traf-
fic and speed, endangering pedestrians and bicyclists.
The lack of signage, road striping, shoulders and sight
distance issues have made it dangerous. He proposed
that the Board develop a prioritized list of improve-
ments but increase funding for road development. He
stated that the Board has set a plan in motion to get
Schodack to grow, but that also brings more traffic
and that we need to do something. Supervisor Harris
and members of the Board stated that presently the
Board is getting pricing on adding road striping. The
Town is also working on improving the shoulders
on Sunset Road. The Board has added money to the
budget to assist with this problem. The Town will be
utilizing its mobile speed signs, and the police have
been monitoring some of these roads to keep speed
under control. The Board appreciated this informa-
tion and is in the process of analyzing five of these
roads, one of which is Sunset Rd., and developing a
plan to improve the quality for Schodack residents.

Town Board Seeks

Moratorium on Cannabis Sales
Opting Out of On Premise Use

Cannabis was not the first item discussed at the
Town of Hoosick Board meeting on Wednesday,
October 13, but it certainly spawned the most dis-
cussion and was mostly likely of the most import
that evening. All municipalities in New York State
have until December 31 to opt out of cannabis sales
with their boundaries under the state’s new so-called
“marijuana law.” The subject has been spoken about
at previous meetings, but with the deadline looming
these discussion began this night in earnest. Coun-
cilman Jerry McAuliffe made it clear that those
he has spoken to do not seem to have a problem
with the sale of the product, but strongly indicated
they do not want on site consumption. Other Board
members were in agreement. How to regulate sales
was also a serious topic—the Town Board indicated
there were definitely places in Town they would not
want to see a sales operation in place, while other
locations may be more suitable to such a business.
The other item of concern was the lack of guidance
from New York State. The state’s newly formed
Cannabis Control Board met for just the second
time this week.

Board members were not eager to completely
opt out at this time, but felt they needed an exten-
sion past the December 31 deadline to await state
instructions, but more importantly, to revise Town
Code as to where such sales would or would not
be allowed. The idea of the of the moratorium was
floated, and Town Attorney Jonathan Schopf said he
would look into the legality of such a moratorium
and draft such if feasible. The Board also decided
it wanted to opt out of on premise consumption, no
matter where such a dispensary may be located.

A Problem that Won’t Go Away

The Board thought the problem with Nature,
LLC and the odor generated by production of CBD
products had been solved by the installation of new
equipment. Neighbors, however, are still complain-
ing, because the bags used to transport the hemp are
now being stored outside the Route 67 building in
North Hoosick and again creating a smelly situation.
Supervisor Surdam says Codes Enforcement Officer
Lloyd Moses is following up on the complaints. As
a Board, the members agreed to revisit the matter at
their next meeting and if not solved, seek another

cease and desist order hoping that since the courts are
re-opened, it will be enforceable.
Budget News

Town Supervisor Mark Surdam indicated the 2022
preliminary budget will hike the tax rate by 3.29 per-
cent. Because the previous two years the Town was
significantly under the state tax cap, this year’s rate,
although an increase, remains under that cap so no
local law to exceed the cap will be needed.

The East Nassau Board of Trustees
was extremely busy at the October 13
meeting with various topics ranging
from ARPA ideas for improvements to a
land dedication.

First on the agenda was a discussion
about a survey from the NYS Public
Service about internet speed that will be
placed on the Village website for resi-
dents to complete. Budget lines from the
maintenance department were recatego-
rized, so money is utilized correctly and
has sealed Hayes Road. There has been
some washout on Gardener Hill Road,
and the maintenance department hopes
to correct that before winter.

The Village will be looking for a new
code enforcement officer effective at the
end of the month. The mayor commended the outgo-
ing officer for this prompt and professional manner.
Mayor Acquario mentioned that he does have some
interested parties and hopes to have a replacement by
the next Board meeting. He also noted that the long-
awaited Charter/Spectrum agreement is in effect, and
the Village should receive its payment in February
2022.

The Board discussed a special use permit applica-
tion for the temporary use of a 52’ trailer used near
Route 66 and Garfield.
The landowner apolo-
gized for the infringe-
ment and use of the
trailer. She was hoping
to build a metal garage
on her property and used
the trailer as storage until
it was completed. Due to
construction delays, the
project was taking longer
than  expected. = The
Board was sympathetic
to the owner’s plight but
voiced concern because
it has become the cen-
terpiece of the Village
and obstructed the view.
The owner will investi-
gate moving the trailer
to another site and then
get a short-term permit to
bring it back to the place
to be unloaded into the
new garage.

the code enforcement officer to get the renewable
permit extension.

The Board approved a 2-lot subdivision at the
corner of Route 66 and Dunham Hollow Road and
accepted a generous land donation on the northern
section of the parcel near the Tsatsawassa Creek as a
416 acre forever wild public park to be used for rec-
reation. The southern part of the parcel will be used as
the parking lot for the Bees Knees Café. The mayor
wanted to thank Mr. Levinn for thinking of the Vil-
lage and appreciated Levin’s efforts to revitalize the
area. Members of the Board voiced their appreciation,
and many stated how great they thought this oppor-
tunity was for the Village. As stewards of the land,
the Board understood that protecting the property and
creek would be its priority.

The Village has retained Laberge Associates to
advise officials with the ARPA funds. There was some
discussion about various ideas ranging from helping
with delayed maintenance improvements on Bell
Park to fixing stormwater run-off issues in the Vil-
lage. Mayor Acquario said it is a relief to have some
consultation when navigating through the protocol
and paperwork for the funding.

Trustee and Climate Smart Committee Chair-
woman Lydia Davis presented the need for a budget
line for the committee for 2022. The money is needed
for printing, mailings and flyers. The Board approved
energy benchmarking for the Ambulance building
since it acts as the municipal building for the Village.
This process would help the Village figure out ways to
improve energy conservation. There was an approval
of $100 to the Repair Café on October 23 from 10-4
pm at the firchouse in New Lebanon. This Climate
Smart project is a combined effort of New Lebanon,
Canaan, Austerlitz, Chatham and East Nassau.

Opioid Settlement

After declaring the opioid epidemic a public health crisis, Rensselaer County in
concert with other Counties initiated a lawsuit against three opioid distributors. An
agreement for settlement was reached and the legislature unanimously approved a
resolution to accept funds from this lawsuit as restitution for its expenses result-
ing from the opioid epidemic. This litigation is by no way final, as other distribu-
tors may still be litigated.
Health

The legislature authorized the Health Department to purchase PCR COVID-19
testing machines, printers and testing kits for county school buildings to assist
in the rapid identification and monitoring of COVID-19. This purchase is 100%
grant funded and will help schools maintain in person learning and support pre-
vention strategies to curtail the spread of COVID-19.
Education

The legislature supported the funding of design and engineering costs for a
Hudson Valley Community College expansion project. This project proposes to
build an Applied Technology Education Building (ATEC) in order to support and
expand the training for needed skilled and technical trade jobs in the manufactur-
ing industry.

greater than 1.86 parts per billion. This is considered
the “background” level of PFOA exposure, meaning
that if you sample every person in the United States
and averaged their burden of PFOA in the blood, that
would be the average level. The idea is that anyone
who was exposed to significant amounts of PFOA in
their drinking water (and many who were not) would
have a higher level of PFOA in their blood than that.
This fund is about $8.5 million, which would pay doc-
tors and other necessary medical facilities for 15 years
to provide ongoing testing and monitoring for PFOA
levels and for diseases associate with PFOA exposure.

The case has been winding its way through the
courts for five or six years. It has been handled by a
team of four lawyers, two from each firm involved.
The two firms that have been working on it are Faraci
Lange LLP based in Rochester NY, and Weitz and
Luxenberg P.C. based in New York City.

The attorneys have asked that they be paid 25% of
the settlement, which would be about $5.8 million,
and also that their litigation costs, about $400,000, for
hiring experts to do studies and provide testimony, be
paid from the settlement. They also asked the court
to approve “service awards” of $25,000 each to the
eight plaintiffs who brought the suit, who had to share
a lot of their personal information and spend many
long hours in interviews and testimony to establish
the facts of the case.

A website with all the details about who is eligible
and how to sign up as part of the class is being pre-
pared and will be live in a few weeks. It will be at
petersburghpfoasettlement.com. Letters will be going
out to Petersburgh residents in a few weeks with
application forms to join the class and claim benefits,
and the attorneys will advertise in local newspapers
to let people know that they can join the class and
receive benefits.

Those who would like to opt out of the settlement
in order to preserve their right to sue Taconic indi-
vidually must submit papers saying this by February
28 0f 2022. A court hearing will be held on March 21,
2022 in which the Judge will be asked to give final
approval to the settlement. Assuming that he approves
it, those who want to join the class and claim benefits
have until April 4, 2022 to submit their information
to the claims administrator. Schwarz estimated that
checks due under the settlement would be sent out in
June of 2022.

The Life of George Holcomb

Geo P.’s Nursery Business Takes Off

Wednesday, April 16, 1851: High
winds and some rain. [ am unwell and
lame. Today John F. and A. Celinbalm
took the banking from the house and
this afternoon John F. walked over to
Doctor Dickerson and got part of his
school money.

Thursday: Today Geo P. went with the
two horse wagon, he went with my
horse and Hiram Newton’s horse and
went to Berlin and Petersburgh and
Hoosic and carried 660 trees of grafted
to sell. This afternoon made steps to
the south door.

Friday: This forenoon I laid up wall
and rail fence on Wm B. Maxon’s
farm and John F. plowed sward on
said farm and in the afternoon John F.
planted potatoes on said farm.
Saturday: This foenoon John F. planted
potatoes on Wm B. Maxon’s farm.
I this afternoon went to Philander
Hatches raising a barn. This evening
Geo P. returned home from selling out
a load of grafted trees of 660 of three
days up as far as Hoosic and sold one
hundred and thirty dollars and got pay
down 80 dollars for eleven bushels of
early June potatoes in Hoosic.
Monday: I walked to Lebanon and paid
15 cts for three letters to N. Nichols
post office, one for Geo P. and my two
daughters each a letter and two cts
for a vial ink. Tonight Mr. Ford from

Windsor stayed with us with a two
horse team, he came to carry a load of
apple trees for Geo P.

Tuesday: I this forenoon mended fence
on my Rodgers farm, and John F., and
J. Bassett and A. Celinbaum worked on
said farm. Today Geo P. went with my
one horse wagon and horse and Daniel
Collins and Mr. Ford they all went and
carried loads of apple trees to Windsor.
Wednesday: John F. and his two sisters
rode to Lebanon Store, they carried
ten dozen eggs to Gay’s store and John
F. sold a fore quarter veal for cash,
four cts per. I sent and got five cts vit-
rial and six cents for saltpeter. Today J.
Bassett set out seed turnips and tagged
my twenty sheep and he put vitrial
vinegar spirits turpentine and saltpeter
on my sheep feet.

Thursday: Today Colonel Richard
Spencer came with Colonel Knowlson
son and took dinner with us and then
John F. and John Bassett went with
them to Geo P. nursery and young
Knowlson paid 18 cts apiece for 80
apple trees.

Friday: This forenoon John F. rode to
Hancock and carried three quarters veal,
one quarter to Bartlett, 15 pounds at
five cts per, and one to Gustus Landon,
15 pounds at five cts per, and one fore
quarter to Grind, 18 pounds at four cts
per, and charge them on account.
