Town and County officials as well as a number 

of local residents gathered Tuesday afternoon, 
November 16, to officially reopen the Rensselaer 
County Route 4 (Van Hoesen Road) bridge, closed 
since December of 2019 after an inspection showed 
material defects that caused a structural issue. The 
bridge is often referred to as the “Buffalo Bridge” 
because of its proximity to the historic Mesick 
Farm, which features a large herd of buffalo.

“This is good news for our residents, our 
schools, our fire departments and businesses that 
rely on this bridge. We are definitely glad to see 
traffic moving again over the bridge and appreciate 
the attention needed to get this project completed,” 
said Schodack Legislator Charles Peter, who will 
assume the role of Schodack Town Supervisor on 
January 1.

Rensselaer County Executive Steve McLaugh-
lin expressed both pleasure and frustration at the ceremony. 
He told those gathered that the County is happy to see the 
span reopened and back in business after a nearly two year 
closure, particularly for the motorists and residents who 
relied on the bridge. He also expressed his displeasure with 

the time it takes the Federal government to approve 
bridge replacement and repair over railroad tracks. 
“This project took several weeks of construction but 
nearly two years for review and approval.

Cannabis Opt Out

BERLIN Library Changes are Coming

Today libraries are faced with the possibility of 
becoming obsolete if they remain an institution that 
is only about the borrowing and lending of books. 
Libraries across the country and the globe are chang-
ing their models to stay relevant; they are diversify-
ing. They view themselves as important community 
centers, but not just a place to borrow a book, conduct 
research or use a computer.

If there is one thing we have taken away from living 
through a pandemic, it’s that societies cannot stay 
healthy when they remain socially isolated. Libraries 
everywhere are becoming a place where people can 
gather, in person or remotely, over like interests, par-
ticipating in activities and programs both educational 
and recreational.

With this knowledge in mind, in the spring of 2021, 
the Berlin Free Town Library set forth to create a 
long-range plan. It began by sending out a survey to 
2,000 local residents gauging their use of and interest 
in the library, not just as it currently stands but how it 
could stand in the future.  

From survey results and feedback from a focus 
group, the Board of Trustees came up with three main 
goals to focus on:
1. Broaden the scope of activities and services to appeal 

to a wider demographic
2. Create an interactive, up-to-date online presence
3. Create a more comfortable, user-friendly space

This year and over the next five years, the Berlin 
library is setting out to offer:
• Wide-ranging educational, informational and recre-

ational programs on a regular basis
• Regular, ongoing activities such as chess club, knitting 

circle, game night and possibly table games such as 
pool or ping pong 

• Special events such as bingo, open mic and concerts
• Adjust hours of operation to meet the needs of our user 

base
• Redesign our web platform with updated calendar of 

events, links to video and photo archives and access 

to online programming
• Create an internet café style atmosphere, with comfort-

able seating
• Create a usable outdoor seating and play area 

In the immediate future, the Board is searching for 
a new director to help guide it in achieving the three 
main goals. It is replacing the old carpeting with vinyl 
plank flooring that is more conducive to art programs, 
dancing and food spillage. It is reconfiguring the floor 
plan, acquiring new computers and furniture and has 
started a chess club, hosted by Library trustee Isaac 
Coffie, every 3rd Monday of the month at 7 pm.

The trustees hope to achieve their goals through 
generous community financial support, grants and 
their endowments. The Library’s Board meets on the 
first Monday of every month at 7 pm. Meetings are 
open to the public, with a public comment period 
at the end. The Board welcomes any feedback and 
support to help the Library remain an important part 
of your community. You can also contact the Board 
president, Rebekah Lamphere, directly via email at 
president@bftl.org. If you have any special skills that 
you would like to share with the community in the 
form of a program, or any ideas of programs or activi-
ties you would like to see the library offer, that would 
be another great form of support.

2022 Budget Amended
by Alex Brooks

Supervisor Dennis Smith said the budget recently 
approved by the Town Board contained an error in 
its arithmetic. $40,000 of spending in the Highway 
budget did not get added into the total spending fig-
ures that appear on the cover sheet, so the tax levy 
approved by the Board was $40,000 too low to cover 
the spending contained in the budget. The Board 
solved this problem by adding $40,000 more to the 
fund balance being used to offset the tax levy. The 
fund balance to be applied for this purpose was raised 
from $152,471 in the budget passed two weeks ago to 
$192,471 in the revised budget. This was approved by 
a vote of 4-0 at this meeting (Councilman Jack Barn-
hart was not present). The tax levy remains the same, 
at an increase of 0.9% more than this year’s budget.
Landfill Update

Councilman Tom Berry said he met with people 
from the Town of Berlin and one of the engineers at 
the landfill on November 8 to discuss the remedia-
tion project there. Work on modifications planned to 
improve drainage and divert water away from the 
landfill have been stalled all summer because the 
ground has been too wet to do the site work. Berry said 
the ground is still wet, but he insisted that the work 
should go forward now so that it gets done before 
winter. This work is to be done by Berlin Highway 
Superintendent Jim Wynn, and Petersburgh Highway 

Superintendent Dave Hewitt reported that the work is 
to start this week. Berry said the Petersburgh High-
way Department took down some trees and chipped 
them, and they will also be putting up some fencing 
and gates to keep motor vehicles off the landfill cap.
Health Study Recruitment

Ira Share said a large study on the health effects 
of exposure to PFAS chemicals is getting underway 
and the leaders are recruiting participants locally. 
It is a four-year federally funded study which will 
have 7,000 adults and 2,100 children participating 
in areas with high exposure to PFAS chemicals in 7 
states. The New York portion of the study will focus 
on Newburgh, NY and the Hoosick Falls area (which 
includes Petersburgh).

Co-leaders of the New York study are Erin Bell of 
the SUNY Albany School of Public Health and Betsy 
Lewis-Michl from the New York State Department of 
Health (NYSDOH). Lewis-Michl is the Director of 
the Division of Environmental Health Assessment at 
the Center for Environmental Health, which is part of 
the NYSDOH. They are based in offices at the SUNY 
Albany East Campus in Rensselaer.

The New York study will have 1,000 adult partici-
pants and 300 children. Invitations to participate are 
being sent out now to recruit a random selection of 
people who meet the study’s criteria. They are seek-
ing  people who drank the public water in Hoosick 
Falls between 2006 and 2016, and people with pri-
vate wells in Petersburgh which tested at 400 parts 
per trillion or higher. They are specifically trying to 
exclude those with occupational exposure, as those 
people should be studied separately in a study aimed 
at assessing occupational exposure. They also do not 
want firefighters or those who trained as firefighters 
using AFFF foam for the same reason.

Participating adults will have one clinical visit, and 
children may possibly have two. Clinical visits will 
be at 140 Main St. in Hoosick Falls (the former CHP

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Contention Over PFOA Testing
Supervisor, Former Council Candidate Spar

The Brunswick Town Council generally opens 

their meetings with a public comment session, and 
while on occasion some important points are raised, 
it tends to be a bit mundane. Not so at the Thursday, 
November 11 gathering. Former Town Council candi-
date Jennifer Mann stepped up to the speaker’s podium 
to ask the Town to test wells for PFOA and PFOS 
contamination. Ms. Mann had offered to help Town 
residents have their wells tested for the two suspected 
carcinogens at a cost of $350 per test. She indicated 
that so far she has personally collected 20 water sam-
ples and sent them to a lab. She said one showed trace 
amounts of both PFOA and PFOS, but below the state 
maximum allowable levels of 10 parts per trillion. 

Supervisor Phil Herrington said he was one of those 
tested, but was surprised the results were delivered to 
Ms. Mann and not him. Ms. Mann explained that as 
the lab’s customer, she receives the results. Supervi-
sor Herrington then stated she needed “to be careful,” 
indicating that one of the one of the other 19 wells 
tested belonged to a relative of his, and he indicated 
Ms.  Mann had shown the “hard copy” of the test 
results to a neighbor, prior to informing that particular 
property owner. Ms. Mann countered that she had per-
mission from this individual to speak to the neighbors. 
Mr. Herrington’s answer was perhaps about PFOAs 
in general, but not to disclose actual test rests. Ms. 
Mann stated the paper she had shown did not have the 
property owner’s name on it, and she indicated just 
that the results were gathered from the neighborhood, 
to which the Supervisor stated she caused concern 
among these neighbors (one an area business) and he 
felt she violated the resident’s confidentiality.  

After a few more minutes of exchanges, including 
another person who demanded the Supervisor apologize 
for his treatment of Ms. Mann, Mr. Herrington closed 
the conversation by repeating “you need to be careful.”

The Eastwick Press emailed Ms. Mann for a clar-
ification as to whether she was asking the Town of 
Brunswick to pay for the water testing or simply to 
coordinate it. As of press time, we had not received 
a response.

Town’s Water is Fine
It was repeated several times during the exchange 

that the water supplied by the Town of Brunswick is 
fine. It is tested regularly for many substances, includ-
ing PFOA and PFOS, and is non-detect.
Editor’s Note: The Eastwick Press is aware of the resi-
dent’s name, in fact the first name was disclosed at the 
meeting, but does not attach a name to anyone’s specific 
testing results without their express permission.

Budgets and Relevies
When the aforementioned discussion ended, the 

Board voted to modify the 2022 Preliminary Town 
Budget and then accepted it as the final budget. The 
change did not impact the fact the budget has no tax 
increase. The Councilmembers also approved a reso-
lution to relevy unpaid annual vacant building regis-
tration fees in accordance with Town Law, and Water 
and Sewer Superintendent Bill Bradley indicated the 
water and sewer tax relevy was slightly higher than 
in the past, at $125,000. $18,000 of this he said was 
owed by two commercial entities.
Other News

The Councilmembers also approved a resolution 
extending Sewer District #3 to service the Hannaford 
Supermarket now under construction at the intersec-
tion of Hoosick Road (NYS Route 7) and Lord Avenue. 
Following the notification of all government agencies 
that might have an interest and receiving no response, 
the Council approved a resolution declaring themselves 
as lead agency on the required full State Environmental 
Quality Reviews Act (SEQRA) in connection with the 
petition of CVE North America, to rezone certain par-
cels of land located off Belair Lane for a commercial 
solar collector system. A public hearing was set for the 
Council’s January 13 meeting at 6:30 pm.

Approved Budget

At a very brief special Town Council meeting on 
Monday, November 15, the Council Members all 
agreed to the $1.3 million spending plan that car-
ries a 2.13% reduction in taxes. The special meeting 
was called because the Council failed to approve the 
budget at their regular meeting a week earlier. The 
vote at that time was 2 to 2, with Councilwoman Jodie 
Deschaine absent, and Councilmen Steve Beaudry 
and Frank Lewendusky voting no. Their objection 
was not with the budget itself, but with what they 
felt was a discrepancy in the Highway Department 
Medical Insurance Fund. At the special meeting, that 
line was reduced by $28,000, with $3,000 moved to 
a General Medical Insurance Fund and $25,000 to 
the department’s Machinery Account. Following that 
transfer, the budget was approved.

Planning Board Highlights

The November 15 Schodack Plan-
ning Board was brief but packed with 
lots of business. Hart Engineering 
started the meeting with a public hear-
ing on a site plan modification for the 
Albany Off The Leash property on 
Boyce Road. The amendment focused 
on two red barns torn down and rebuilt 
in the same footprint in gray and white 
for a virtual dog training studio and 
office. The type II SEQRA action was 
adopted and approved with no ques-
tions from the public.

The Kasselman Solar project public 
hearing did have some concerns about 
the location of the ground mount and 
roof solar on the barn. The presenter 
showed concerned residents some dia-
grams, which seemed to ease some of 
the concerns. The type II action was 
approved. The project is 
located on NYS Route 150.

A resident of Maple 
Hill Road was given a 
favorable recommenda-
tion to the Zoning Board 
of Appeals for a vari-
ance to have up to three 
horses on his 5.54 acres. 
A Brookview Road resi-
dence was also given a 
positive recommendation 
to the ZBA to remove his 
8x12 deck and install a 
3-season room.

The presenter from 
Environmental Design 
answered questions from 
the Board on behalf of the 

Muslim Community of Troy about their 
proposal for a possible cemetery on Phil-
lips Road. Members from the community 
and firm wanted to address any questions 
before a public hearing on this project is 
set up in December. The Muslim Com-
munity that has been in existence since 
the early 1960’s hopes to develop a cem-
etery with approximately 1450 burial 
plots on the 105-acre property with a 
small maintenance building and park-
ing for 80 vehicles through the 3-phase 
proposal. The first phase of that proposal 
will include the development of approxi-
mately 20 acres with a small sign, veg-
etation and buffering. A member of the 
Board said that he appreciated the buff-
ering being added to the project.

Finally, a December 6 public hear-
ing was approved for a two-lot subdi-
vision on Schoolhouse Road.

Loads of insulation, doors, lighting fixtures, pres-

sure treated lumber, wooden beams and an antique 
cast iron sink are among the items being harvested for 
reuse from The Lodge, a building on the Bennington 
campus of Southwestern Vermont Medical Center 
(SVMC), part of Southwestern Vermont Health Care 
(SVHC). The building is slated for demolition next 
week to make way for a $28 million renovation and 
expansion to SVMC’s Emergency Department.

The salvage work was done by Deconstruction 
Works, a demolition, salvage and recycling service 
based in Vermont. The business has offices in Brattle-
boro and Bristol and is co-owned by Erich Kruger 
and Tom Shea. The company lists items for sale on its 
Facebook page and on other online sites.

Pushing much of the construction waste to reuse, 
rather than the landfill, helps the health system meet 
the State’s requirements for managing solid waste. It 
also helps mitigate the emotional impact of losing a 
piece of the health system’s history.

The Lodge was built in 1925. It had 22 rooms for 
its original purpose of housing laundry and house-
keeping employees. Most recently, it had been used 
as offices for SVHC’s Finance Department.

The construction project will nearly double the size 
of the current Emergency Department, which was 
designed to accommodate 14,000 patient visits per 

year but currently sees nearly 25,000 annually. The 
project also includes an expansion to the Emergency 
Crisis Area for those experiencing mental health dis-
tress and increased telehealth connectivity with Dart-
mouth-Hitchcock.

Temporary parking changes are in effect to make 
way for site preparation work. See the map at https://
svhealthcare.org/patients-visitors/parking for details.

Delgado Touts Infrastructure 
Investment and Jobs Act

Congressman Antonio Delgado meet with labor 

organizations, local leaders and construction groups 
at the Nassau Town Highway Garage on Friday, 
November 12 to talk about the legislation signed 
into law on Monday by President Joe Biden. Accord-
ing to the Congressman, the passage of the more 
than $1 trillion package will mean “creating good-
paying jobs and making our roads safer, cleaning 
up our water and expanding broadband access.” 
Mr. Delgado labeled the legislation as historic and 
added, “This bipartisan bill will send much-needed 
resources directly into our communities. I am proud 
to have worked with my colleagues to get this done 
and deliver for New York.” Nationally, he estimates 
it will create as many as 650,000 jobs.

The Congressman was joined by President and 
CEO of AGC NYS Mike Elmendorf, Nassau High-
way Superintendent Fred McCagg, Nassau Town 
Supervisor David Fleming, Eastern New York Labor-
ers District Council Business Manager Anthony Fre-
sina, Assemblyman Jake Ashby (R-Castleton) and 
other community members. Mr. McCagg spoke about 
the funding this bill will bring to upstate communi-
ties and spoke in particular about the need for bridge 
repair, claiming many are structurally deficient. He 
state these spans were designed to last 20 years, but 

are now 60 years old. Speaking to the Congressman, 
he said, “This bill is more help than you know.”

His words were echoed by Assemblyman Jake 
Ashby, who said, “Since taking office, some of my 
highest priorities have been rebuilding our aged roads 
and bridges, ensuring clean water for everyone in our 
community and expanding the desperately needed 
access to broadband internet — this funding makes 
those priorities a true possibility. I am proud of the 
federal officials who were able to come together and 
deliver a bipartisan infrastructure package that will be 
a true game changer for our community.”

According to U.S Senator Kirsten Gillibrand, about 
$27 billion this funding will be headed to New York.

Beside roads and bridges, it has monies set aside 
for water safety, including grants for technical assis-
tance for small and rural water systems. It also deals 
with expanding broadband services to rural areas and 
limousine safety, in light of the Schoharie tragedy 
three years ago that took 20 lives.

The Eastwick Press asked the Congressman how 
long it might take for these funds to trickle down to 
the local level, and he responded, “I hope very soon.” 
He indicated he and his colleagues are pushing for 
immediate action on this and don’t want to see the 
monies tied up by “federal bureaucracy.”

The November 10 meeting of the East Nassau 

Board of Trustees opened with a moment of silence 
in honor of veterans and a green light shining. The 
light was part of Operation Green Light, a collabo-
ration between the NYSAC, NYSCEA, the NYS 
County Veteran Service Officers’ Association and 
the 62 counties of New York State. Its mission is to 
show support for veterans of all military conflicts, as 
well as raise awareness about the challenges faced by 
many veterans and the resources that are available at 
the county, state, and federal level, to assist veterans 
and their families. 

The insurance for the Village will need to be 
renewed in January 2022, but cyber coverage/personal 
identity theft will be requiring a separate standalone 
policy. Mayor Acquario will be contacting the insur-
ance agent to get more information about the policies. 
The Highway Superintendent reported that rip rap 
would be added to the ditches on Hayes Road, and the 
washouts on Gardner Hill Road would be repaired.

Trustee and AMVET commander, Mike Lever, 
reported that the veterans ceremony at the Chandler 
Young Association on November 6 went well. He 
thanked the Fort Crailo chapter of the Daughters of the 
American Revolution for participating. They hope to 
have a retirement flag ceremony near Memorial Day. 
Lever also recommended to the Board that the Village 
needs a flag with the Village seal for ceremonies. 

Mayor Acquario is investigating quotes for getting 
911 Village signs and would like to find out about 
getting a sign for the Village triangle. He was also 
happy to report that the vacancy on the Zoning Board 
has been filled. The Board appointed Kevin Hitch-
cock as the Building Inspector and Code Enforce-

ment Officer. Hitchcock comes to the position with a 
great deal of experience, working for East Greenbush 
and the Village of Nassau as their inspector/CEO. 
Mayor Acquario welcomed Hitchcock stating, “Great 
to have you onboard.” He concluded his report with 
the announcement that Kinderhook Lane is closed 
because of poor conditions. 

Ideas are being investigated on how to use ARPA 
funds for improvements in the Village and explora-
tion of creating a tax stabilization reserve fund. The 
Village attorney will send the Board members the 
state guidance document on tax stabilization funds to 
be discussed at the December Board meeting.

Schodack is also part of County Legislator Bod 
Loveridge’s district.

Seeking Veterans Exemptions From NLCS
Information obtained from a Press Release from Dennis Burek

At the Wednesday, November 10 meeting of the 
New Lebanon School Board, 138 letters were pre-
sented to Board President Sharon Putnam. The let-
ters  respectfully requested the Board of Education 
reconsider their stance on granting a veterans school 
tax exemption under NYS Real Property Tax Law 
Section 458-a. The law enabling such exemptions 
was enacted in December 2013.

According to Mr. Burek’s release, the breakdown of 
residents signing the letters is approximately as follows:  
New Lebanon - 51%, Stephentown and East Nassau - 
17% each and Chatham and Canaan - 7% each. 

If the Board is inclined to move forward with the 
requested exemptions, they must first hold a public 
hearing and act on the request no later than their Feb-
ruary 2022 meeting.

According to Mr. Burek’s release, the letter cam-
paign was initiated by New Lebanon Town Super-
visor Tistrya Houghtling with the blessing of the 
Town Board, who approved a resolution requesting 
the School Board grant these exemptions. Supervisor 
Houghtling told The Eastwick Press that when she 
ran for office the issue she heard most about was the 
Board’s refusal to approve the veterans exemption. 

Mr. Burek’s press release further states that local 
businesses and a core group of local residents in the 
area were supportive in providing venues to sign let-
ters over the last month.

There are approximately 175 veterans throughout 

the five towns in the District who would be eligible for 
the partial exemption. The exemption is not funded or 
reimbursed by New York State, so non-veteran prop-
erty owners would have to shoulder what the release 
describes as a “small tax increase” to allow it to work.  

In previous attempts by veterans to gain the exemp-
tion status, it has been repeatedly stated that the New 
Lebanon Central School District is the only District 
in Columbia County that has not passed the veterans 
exemption measure.

During a joint investigation with NYS Parole on 

November 9, the Rensselaer County Sheriff’s Office 
arrested Parole Absconder Bryan K. Wright, 31, of 
Troy. Wright was charged with two counts of Crimi-
nal Possession of a Controlled Substance 3rd Degree 

(B Felony). Sheriff’s Office investigators seized over 
30 grams of crack cocaine, U.S. currency, and drug 
paraphernalia. Wright was arraigned in Troy City 
Court by the Honorable Judge Maier and remanded 
to the Rensselaer County Jail without bail, pending a 
preliminary hearing.

Rensselaer County Clerk Frank J. Merola is call-
ing on NYS DMV to immediately suspend online 
driver’s permit testing statewide in the wake of a 
widespread online cheating scandal at NYS DMV 
where applicants have used false documentation and 
false identities in order to illegally obtain NYS per-
mits. This program is currently the subject of a NYS 
Inspector General’s investigation.

Recent revelations released from the investiga-
tion, as listed in recent Times Union articles, have 

included aliens paying $3,000 or more to have 
someone take the permit test for them and using 
fraudulent residency documents and fake mail-
ing addresses to obtain permits. Online testing was 
introduced during the COVID-19 crisis when most 
DMVS were closed to the public. Aliens were alleg-
edly using the illicitly obtained permits to establish 
residency and qualify for benefits under the recently 
created NYS Excluded Workers Fund.

Today, Assembly Republican Leader Will Barclay 
and Assemblyman Jake Ashby, Ranking Republican 
Member of the Veterans’ Affairs Committee and an 
Army veteran, announced the No Surrender Veteran 
Initiative: Making PTSD a Priority, a series of round-
table events to address the pervasive issue of post-
traumatic stress disorder (PTSD) facing veterans, as 
well as law enforcement, health care and emergency 
services personnel. 

The COVID-19 pandemic has exposed flaws in 
the State’s healthcare system, and individuals coping 
with anxiety, depression and PTSD have felt the brunt 

of these shortfalls. As such, the Assembly Republican 
Conference will host a number of events around the 
State to address this growing problem and advocate 
for the allocation of adequate resources for mental 
health care. 

Additionally, Conference members have proposed 
several other pieces of legislation seeking to address 
mental health and further support veterans, first 
responders and health care professionals.

The No Surrender Veteran Initiative events will be 
hosted around the State, with dates and locations to be 
announced shortly.

Thursday, June 5, 1851: I hunted a 
young cow in my swamp that had a 
calf.
Friday: I this forenoon went with my 
one horse wagon down to the south 
west part of New Lebanon and got 
nine hundred of plaster at 37½ cents 
per hundred to Mr. Barnabus Smith’s 
plaster mill. One hundred of said 
plaster the widow Eliza Wylie sent 
for and the rest was for myself.
Saturday: This afternoon Geo P. took 
his horse and wagon and fetched 17½ 
bushels ashes from Geo W. Glasses.
Monday: Today Geo P. went to 
Canaan to try to buy W. King’s nurs-
ery but did not make a bargain.
Friday: I took my wagon and carried 
my wife and daughter Sarah over 
to S. Wylie’s and left them to have 
dresses fitted, and at night I went after 
them. Today Silas Gardner called and 
I signed one dollar for a bell to the 
Baptist Church in Hancock Village. I 
am 60 years of age.
Saturday: Today Geo P. and John F. 
sheared the sheep that Geo P. bought 
of Wm B. Maxon, and this evening 

said Maxon came and got the fleeces 
as it was in the bargain he was to have 
the wool, 34 sheep or 33 and one 
killed washing.
Tuesday: Today an Irish boy by the 
name of John Coslo came and wanted 
to work and I told him he might stay 
and I would see his people and make a 
bargain. He lives near the Shaker Mill 
in New Lebanon.
Wednesday: John F. and John Bassett 
sheared my 20 sheep and Geo P. did 
up the fleeces.
Friday: I and Alexander Celinbaum 
and Irish boy John half hilled corn on 
my Rodgers farm, and then John F. 
took my one horse wagon to Hancock 
Village to Gustus Landon to paint, 
that we paid him for painting last fall.
Saturday: I this forenoon took my 
horse and wagon and fetched 17½ 
bushels of ashes from Geo W. Glasses 
for Geo P. that is paid for in wood. I 
am unwell part of the afternoon.
Monday: Today I went with my one 
horse wagon to Lebanon Springs to 
young Adams Mill with a grist of 
three bushels wheat.
