NEW LEBANON
Restoring History at Cemetery of the Evergreens

For years now former New Lebanon resident 

George Clark, his friend Dale Ackley, former Town 
Historian Sharon Moon and Cemetery of the Ever-
greens Board members have been working to iden-
tify the graves of Revolutionary War soldiers at New 
Lebanon’s Cemetery of the Evergreens. The under-
taking has been immense, and their goal of restoring 
headstones is a costly one.

State funding is not an option, as the cemetery is 
privately owned. So Clark called the Daughters of 
the American Revolution Hendrick Hudson Chap-

ter last June, and learned that 
while the chapter does not 
have direct access to funding, 
it would enthusiastically spon-
sor a grant application to the 
National Society Daughters of 
the American Revolution. 

What has been overlooked 
until recent years has been 

the oldest part of the cemetery, Cypress Hill, which 
is where the earliest burials including perhaps three 
dozen Revolutionary War veterans are located. About 
a decade ago, they were largely unknown, until Sharon 
Moon started investigating. Now a new consortium of 
workers, including the new Town Historian, are join-
ing Moon and the members of the Cemetery Board 
in identifying and honoring these veterans, many of 
whom helped establish the Town over 200 years ago.

The project will identify, catalog, and honor those 
who served in the American Revolution. The proj-
ect’s culmination will be a grave-marking ceremony 
by the Hendrick Hudson Chapter that will honor each 
patriot. It’s been named Restoring History: Revolu-
tionary War Veterans in New Lebanon’s Cemetery of 
the Evergreens.

Chapter Historian Doris Harrington said “Placing 
veterans’ markers is a tangible way for our chapter 
and the Town to honor and connect with Revolution-
ary War veterans, and maybe

Four bids were received for parking lot paving at 

the Town Complex. Delsignore was awarded the con-
tract with a bid of $68,6888. Any additional paving 
that needs to be done will need to be approved in writ-
ing by Town Supervisor Katie Murray at pre-set rates.
Mileage Reimbursement

Effective July 1, the IRS increased their standard 
mileage reimbursement rate for business travel to 
62.5 cents per mile. The Board passed a resolution 
to adopt the updated mileage amount to match that of 
the IRS retroactive to July 1.
Deputy Water District Operator

In line with the adopted 2022 budget, which sets 
the annual maximum amount of compensation for the 
Deputy Water District Operator at $1,500 per year, 
the Board appointed Brigitta Schmidt to that position 
with an hourly rate of $15 not to exceed the annual 
amount previously mentioned. 
Other News

The Board passed a resolution to authorize a settle-
ment in the amount of $96,352.34 with New Castle 
Paving for work done in 2021.

PETERSBURGH
PFOA Settlement Update

All submitted claims forms are in the process of being 
reviewed for eligibility. The current expectation is this pro-
cess will completed by late July, with settlements to eligible 
Nuisance Class and Property Damage Class members being 
mailed out by late August. You will be contacted by KCC or 
Class Counsel if you they need to obtain missing information 
or supporting documentation. 

The Court determined that only people with contaminated 
private wells are entitled to participate in the Nuisance Settle-
ment Class. If you are a town water user who filed for both 
property damage and nuisance, only your property damage 
claim will be eligible, so long as you meet the ownership 
requirement of owning the home when the contamination was 
discovered in 2016. 

Work is underway establishing the logistics of the medical 
monitoring program.  The program will operate in conjunc-
tion with the Hoosick Falls and North Bennington programs 
with the services provided by Southwestern Vermont Medi-
cal Center in Bennington. Eligible Claimants for the Medical 
Monitoring Program will be receiving information from the 
Medical Monitoring Program Administrator once the claims 
have been reviewed and eligibility has been determined. The 
program is expected to be up and running sometime this fall.

Community Forest Public Hearing

On Monday, July 18, the Grafton Planning Board 
held a public hearing at Roxborough Holdings. The 
meeting began with a presentation by the Rensselaer 
Plateau Alliance (RPA) regarding the Valentino 
Family Community Forest, which will be their third 
Community Forest, joining Poestenkill Community 
Forest and Albert Family Community Forest in East 
Nassau. The brief presentation gave some insight into 
how issues brought forth by Foster Rd. residents are 
being addressed. One of the steps the RPA will take 
involves having a gate at the parking area that will 
only be open for special events, during which the RPA 
will have a representative present while it’s open.
Favorable Reaction

The responses by members of the public who spoke 
at the meeting was overwhelmingly positive. Many 
stated that the forest will be a great addition to the 
community. Those that frequent other RPA proper-
ties said crowds and people hanging out and partying 
aren’t a problem. 

A Stuffle St. resident who lives in between the two 
proposed parking spots on the street said they are in 
full support of the project. Other comments included 
the forest being a good alternative to the much busier 
Grafton Lakes State Park, not seeing a large amount 
of trash at other RPA properties, and seeing a full 
survey as an unnecessary road block. A few residents 
also commented that they believe the RPA has done a 
good job of addressing concerns to this point.

Concerns
While most of the comments by those that spoke 

were positive, some residents did raise concerns over 
the fact that the same person who sold the land to the 
RPA was the one who marked the property lines, which 
raised the question as to whether or not that person is 
a professional surveyor. A resident of Foster Rd. stated 
they don’t trust that the gate being placed on the road 
will remain closed once it’s put in place. Another resi-
dent expressed their belief that the possibility of the 
Planning Board requiring a survey doesn’t seem like 
an unnecessary road block, but rather the Board doing 
their due diligence for the good of the community. 

After the public hearing, no further action was 
taken on the matter.

Board of Trustees Highlights

The July 13 meeting of the East Nassau Board of 
Trustees opened with a public hearing set up for a 
2-lot subdivision on Woodard Road. Surveyor Fred 
Haley presented the proposed subdivision. One will 
be a 5-acre lot on the north side of Black Brook, and 
the other will be an 11-acre lot on the south side of the 
creek. The Board designated the application as com-
plete and planned the public hearing for August 10 at 
6:45 pm at the Hoags Corner Ambulance Building. 

Mayor Acquario reported to the Board that Elise 
Stefanik, the U.S. representative for New York’s 21st 
Congressional District, contacted him since East 
Nassau will now be in her district. She wanted to 
ensure that the Village had her contact information 
and informed him that if she could be of any assis-
tance to the Village, to feel free to contact her. He 
appreciated her phone call. 

The Village Treasurer reported that it has been a 
quiet month and that the new QuickBooks program 
is working well. Mayor Acquario thanked Trustee 
Nick Atchinson for assisting with mowing Bell Park. 
The Highway Superintendent reported that some of 
the roads in the area have had some pothole repair 
and are in good condition. He received a letter from 
one concerned resident over the erosion on Dunham 
Hollow Road. Since it is a county road, he will con-
tact the County Highway Department to see if they 
can work on it. 

The Board approved a resolution to change the name 
of Old Gale Hill Road to Hill Road. The small road 
which is south of Rt. 20 in Brainard has one name listed 
on mapping materials, and the road sign on the road is 
listed as something else. The Board was happy to pass 
the resolution, so the road sign that states “Hill Road” 
will now match the road’s name. The Village will file 
the paperwork with the County so all mapping and tax 
materials can catch up and use the correct word. 

The mystery of the continual half-mast flag in East 
Nassau continues. Mayor Acquario reported that the 
mayor raised a new flag in the Village square on July 
4, but it was lowered to half-mast on July 13. Mayor 
Acquario requests whoever is lowering the flag to con-
tact the Village Clerk to explain why so the Village can 
adequately honor the reason. This situation has been 
an ongoing problem in the Village for several months. 

Historian Tom Kernan is looking for interested 
residents who would like to join a committee to help 
with the November 13 cookie contest. The contest is 
a great Village event with a terrific response in 2019, 
and they hope to continue the tradition this year. They 
hope to have a contest at the event to name the new 
Village park near the Bees Knees Bakery and Café. 
Any interested residents can contact Tom Kernan at 
thomas.kernan@villageofeastnassau.org. 

The Board approved a new Village sign for $450 
from One Day Signs to freshen up the square. The 
sign will be mounted on top of the previous sign, so 

there will be no need for any significant installation 
materials. Mayor Acquario reported that the Vil-
lage received the ARPA funds’ second installment of 
$29,179.39. One potential project they will be look-
ing at using some funds for might be Village-wide 
911 signs. They will discuss subsidizing as an option 
because this could involve a big chunk of the funds. 
Mayor Acquario is hesitant about such a significant 
expenditure and plans to get at least three different 
quotes to see if they can find a more economical solu-
tion. This will be discussed further in August, and he 
hopes to get the Village newsletter out in August. 

The Climate Smart Committee reported that the 
demonstration gardens are doing well, and the Hoags 
Corner Garden beds have been prepped. They are 
looking for a landscape artist/architect to assist with 
the designs at the park. If any resident is interested, 
they can contact the Mayor. The Flood Preparedness 
Guide that the committee has made in conjunction 
with Cornell Cooperative Extension has been finished 
and is in the tweaking stage. It is a 2-sided guide com-
plete with a map that all Village residents will receive. 
Trustee and Committee Chair Lydia Davis reported 
that one of the last items needing completion before 
they qualify for a $5,000 grant is to streamline the 
solar process. Committee members will work on a uni-
fied solar permit and look into a potential charging sta-
tion for the Village. Trustees were discussing possible 
locations and computer access that would be needed to 
make a charging station a possibility. There will be a 
Repair Café on September 17 from 10 am to 2 pm at 
the Hoags Corners Firehouse. All are welcome.

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General News

Legislature Passes HVCC Budget 13-6
On Tuesday, July 12, the Rensselaer County Leg-

islature held a public hearing on the Hudson Valley 
Community College (HVCC) 2022-2023 operating 
budget. The $91.9 million budget passed, and for 
the third consecutive year HVCC will not increase 
tuition costs. 

“We want our community to know that Hudson 
Valley is a safe, affordable, high quality option, and 
a smart financial choice, especially right now,” said 
President Roger Ramsammy. “As students and their 
families make college decisions this summer, they 
can count on Hudson Valley to help them get ahead, 
with academic support programs and flexible enroll-
ment options.”

While the budget passed 13-6 along party lines, the 
vote was not without controversy.

A week prior to  this vote, the Legislature’s Edu-
cation Committee stated they had a discussion about 
the budget and questions were raised related to recent 
international travel.  During the committee meeting, 
Deputy Minority Leader Cindy  Doran  requested 
information be provided related to these travel expen-
ditures, and when the information wasn’t provided, 

she sent a reminder email. Doran received a reply 
from HVCC stating they would grant or deny the 
request on or before July 31, which was after the 
scheduled July 12 public hearing.

During the meeting Legislator Doran  made a 
motion to table the budget vote until next month which 
would provide enough time for the college to send the 
requested information.  “The Republican Majority 
denied the motion to table the budget vote leaving us 
with no choice but to vote no,” stated Doran.

Legislative Minority Leader Peter Grimm stated 
“Hudson Valley Community College is an insti-
tution of vital importance to Rensselaer County. 
Making a decision on a $92 million budget, to which 
Rensselaer County contributes $5.5 million, should 
not be done hastily. It requires officials to do their due 
diligence on behalf of our constituents, and we were 
not prepared to approve the budget without having 
constituents’ questions answered. Being denied infor-
mation is reason for us to be suspect.”

Rensselaer County Legislature Chairwoman Kelly 
Hoffman stated that no member of the Legislative

Bill Introduced to  
Prohibit NDAs in Sexual 

Misconduct Cases
Submitted by the Office of Senator Kirsten Gillibrand 

U.S. Senators Kirsten Gillibrand, Marsha Black-
burn, Mazie Hirono, and Lindsey Graham recently 
introduced the Speak Out Act, a bipartisan, bicameral 
bill that would prohibit predispute non-disclosure 
agreements (NDAs) in instances in which sexual 
harassment or sexual assault has been alleged in vio-
lation of federal, tribal, or state law and in situations 
in which survivors wish to break their silence. Under 
current law, organizations can use NDAs to prevent 
survivors of sexual harassment or assault from speak-
ing publicly about these incidents. The threat of legal 
retaliation creates and enables a culture of silence 
that allows predators to continue their illegal conduct, 
while their victims are forced out of their careers and 
denied justice. The Speak Out Act would prohibit the 
use of predispute NDAs between employers and cur-
rent, former, and prospective employees, as well as 
independent contractors, and between providers of 
goods, services, and consumers. It would also invali-
date existing predispute NDAs in cases that have not 
yet been filed.

Agricultural Education in Schools

Assemblyman Chris Tague, the ranking minority 
member of the Assembly Committee on Agriculture, 
today joined Assemblyman John Lemondes, Senator 
George Borrello, Assemblyman John Salka  Assem-
blyman Robert Smullen, President of the Onondaga 
County New York Farm Bureau Danielle Volles, as 
well as FFA members, school superintendents and 
local officials for a press conference at Elly’s Acres in 
Jamesville calling for the passage of a bill that would 
implement agricultural education into New York 
State’s standard K though 12 curriculum. 

At the press conference, Tague and others in atten-
dance discussed how important it is for the people of 
New York to understand where food and other prod-
ucts in stores come from. As he spoke, Tague argued 
that fostering a greater understanding of the reali-
ties of farming and the production of food and goods 
among young people would help them make informed 
decisions on matters that will affect agriculture and 
the State’s supply of food.

Tague also spoke of the opportunities an agricultural 
education can provide to students, who otherwise may 
not consider a career in agriculture or agri-business. 

A former BOCES student, Tague shared how learning 
about subjects outside of usual core offerings introduced 
him and many of his peers to careers and coursework 
that they felt passionate about and driven to pursue. He 
expressed hope that this new bill would open similar 
doors to more students throughout New York state.

Expanding Worker Flexibility and Choice
Submitted by the Office of Congresswoman Elise Stefanik

Representatives Elise Stefanik, Henry Cuellar,and 
Michelle Steel recently introduced the Worker Flex-
ibility and Choice Act (WFCA). The legislation 
establishes a new work arrangement that combines 
the flexibility of independent work with certain work-
place protections and opportunity for additional ben-
efits. The relationship between the worker and the 
entity would be clearly defined through a worker 
flexibility agreement and voluntarily agreed to before 
work begins.

“Today’s workers value independent work for the 
flexibility and economic opportunity it provides, yet 
too many restricting standards on independent work 
diminish freedom for workers and stifle these inno-
vative work arrangements. The bipartisan Worker 
Flexibility and Choice Act will empower workers 
to choose the type of work that best fits their needs, 

while allowing businesses to offer workplace ben-
efits traditionally only available to employees. I 
thank Congressman Cuellar for partnering with me 
on this bipartisan effort to support independent work-
ers,” Stefanik said. 

Independent work has steadily increased in popu-
larity in recent years, and independent workers prefer 
this style of work because of the freedom, flexibil-
ity, and entrepreneurial opportunity it provides, often 
as a source of supplemental income. This legislation 
empowers individuals to determine how they wish to 
engage in the modern economy, while providing legal 
certainty that will expand economic opportunities 
for independent work. It will also allow businesses 
to offer workplace benefits without undermining the 
flexibility of the work arrangement.

The Worker Flexibility and Choice Act is sup-
ported by the Coalition for Workforce Innovation.

Sunday, August 22, 1852: Today I 
paid Irish John two dollars cash and 
he went down to the village to Leba-
non. Today Mehitable Jolls died.
Monday: Today John F. went with one 
horse wagon and got a barrel ashes 
to old Mr. Perkins that he owed me 
towards a pig, and he bought ashes 
to Aaron Merrils and John F. put the 
ashes on his turnips, and tonight Geo 
P. returned home from Pittsfield and 
Spencertown. I paid the Irish wash 
woman 25 cts for washing today.
Tuesday: I took my one horse wagon 
and carried my wife and the widow F. 
Wylie and child to the funeral of Miss 
M. Jolls.
Wednesday: I only tended to chores 
and it was quite rainy this afternoon. 
This forenoon brother Simeon and 
brother F. Jay Wylie came and visited.
Thursday: Today I and John F. went 
onto my Rodgers farm and drove 
home our lambs, 44 of them, and two 
of the ewes with them.
Monday: Today two men laid wall 
or stone fence for us, their names are 
Thomas Whiting and Samuel Mack-
lenen; I did not make a bargain with 
them which way they worked, they 

said they would make the usual at 
37½ cts per rod or one dollar per day. 
This morning I reckoned with John 
the Irish man that had worked for me  
two months at ten dollars per month 
and found I owed him 13 dollars and 
63 cts and I paid him up and he quit.
Wednesday, Sept. 1: I cut and split 
chestnut timber to put into a stone fence 
and repaired rail fence on the line join-
ing James M. Glass. Today John F. rode 
to Richmond with Simeon Wylie Jnr 
to a vendue and today those two men 
Samuel Whiting and Thomas Mackle-
non continued to lay wall for us.
Thursday: Today at two o’clock this 
afternoon Samuel Whiting and Thomas 
Macklenon finished the wall they were 
laying, there were nearly thirteen rods 
of it, and I paid them six dollars and 
fifty cents, that is four dollars and fifty 
cents cash and two dollars for a pig last 
spring to Samuel Whiting. This after-
noon I and John F. went with Mr. Mer-
rick and his son in law Mr. Macklenon 
to look at sheep and lambs we have to 
sell. they bought my lambs at one dollar 
and 50 cts per head, 38 in number and 
Geo P.’s ewes 43 in number at one 
dollar  and 12½ cts per head.

Ants for Lunch

The Northern or Purple Pitcher (Sarracenia purpurea) is a carnivorous plant that grows 
in area bogs. If you look closely at this photo, you will see two ants caught in the pitcher-
like leaf that fills with water. The ants crawl down the leaf, but can’t crawl out because of 
recurved hairs. The insects eventually fall into the water and drown. Plant enzymes aid in 
digestion.
