Housing Development Creeps Forward Rose Sentenced

by Doug La Rocque

There was a resolution put forward to allow the
24 single home project to begin grading nearly half
the site prior to Rensselaer County Health Depart-
ment (RCDOH) septic approval, but it was tabled
by the Brunswick Planning Board at their Thursday,
August 4 meeting for further review. The resolu-
tion is a unique solution to a complex problem. The
RCDOH approved the septic for 13 of the 24 sites,
but could not act on the remaining 11 because of the
extensive grading that must be completed first. The
Board also brought forth some engineering questions
they wanted address in relation to that grading. It is
expected the Planners will vote on the resolution at
their August 18 meeting.

The project is located on the north side of Bruns-
wick Road (NYS Route 2) just west of Heather Ridge
Road.

Medical Office/Surgery Center

There was a brief review of the proposal by Paulsen
Development to construct a two-story medical
building at 112 McChesney Avenue. As previously
described, one floor would contain medical offices
and another an ambulatory surgical center. The Board
questioned how much soil would have to be removed
or brought in, with the developer unable to answer at
this point. The full Environmental Assessment Form
is also not complete. The developer plans to have
answers to these questions at the next meeting.
Atlas Renewable

At a public hearing held in early July, the devel-
oper of the proposed solar site on land off Oakwood
Avenue near Farrell Road met with complaints and
concerns from several area residents. By Brunswick
code, Atlas Renewable was required to answer these
statements in writing. Two days before the Thursday
meeting the Planners were presented with a rather
voluminous package containing the developer’s
reply. Atlas Renewables was not in attendance how-
ever and the matter was put on the agenda for the next
August meeting.

Town Board Hangs Out the Help Wanted Sign

Hoosick Town Codes Enforce-
ment Officer (CEO) Lloyd Moses
has informed the Town Board that
he will be leaving office on August
19. Mr. Moses has agreed to come in
one day a week to deal with building
permits until his replacement can be
found. Speaking with The Eastwick
Press following the Monday, August
8 meeting, Hoosick Town Supervisor
Mark Surdam admitted “It leaves the
Town in a bit of a lurch.” The Coun-
cilors agreed to begin the search for
a replacement immediately through
various forms of advertising and net-
working.

Also discussed that evening was
changing the CEO to a full time posi-
tion. Supervisor Surdam indicating
he feels the scope of the job as it cur-
rently stands requires such a time
commitment. Deputy Supervisor Eric
Sheffer also suggesting the Town con-
duct an exit interview with Mr. Moses
to enhance their comprehension of
what the job really entails.

Dealing With Dumping

At the Board’s July meeting, the
problem with people dumping trash
and other items on Wilson Hill Road

was discussed. Posting signs was one
proposed answer along with word of
mouth and vigilance by residents
reporting anyone they see trashing
the road. The signage portion of the
possible answers was discussed at
this meeting, with Highway Super-
intendent Paul Hoag indicating signs
would cost about $60 to $65 dollars
each. Supervisor Surdam asked the
Board to authorize the expenditure
of up to $1,000 dollars to purchase
such signs for placement around the
Town. Deputy Supervisor Sheffer
said he would look into the required
verbiage and just what the fine for
dumping should be, in conjunction
with the Town Attorney.

Just Too Hot

Summer Camp Director Ashley
St. Onge said some of this year’s
programs had to be moved inside
because of the intense heat. The pro-
gram received $500 form the WGY
Christmas Wish Fund and $350 from
the tips jar at Hoosick Provisions.
Both the Summer Camp and the
Swim Program passed their annual
inspections with no violations.

Storms Past and Present on Trustees” Agenda

The Hoosick Falls Village Board heard a presenta-
tion from Ryan Weitz of Barton & Loguidice Engi-
neering as to the completion of the Woods Brook
Drainage Improvement Project. This was a joint proj-
ect with the Town of Hoosick and involved the instal-
lation of a much larger culvert on Johnson Hill Road
and a stream restoration site on Richmond Avenue.
A close-out public hearing on the project preceded
the meeting, after which the Trustees voted to allow
Mayor Rob Allen to sign off on all paperwork to facil-
itate payments from a $900,000 Community Block
Development Grant, which provided the funding for
the work.

The Drainage Improvement Project was a direct
result of the July 1, 2017 storm that resulted in dev-
astating flooding in the Village. Another portion of
Hoosick Falls that received extensive damage was
along Hall Street, where New York State provided
the funding to tear down many structures which were
considered uninhabitable. That work is also com-
plete with the Board voting at the Tuesday, August
9 meeting to install four foot tall ornamental fencing
between 107 and 115 Main Street to restrict access to
the site. The money for the fencing will come from
the tate grant. The Village is also looking for state
monies to finance a detailed plan design as to what
happens next with the buyout properties.

As aresult of last Thursday’s heavy storm, the Vil-
lage Landfill will take brush up to 9 inches in diameter
and four feet long free of charge on Saturday, August
13. According to Mayor Allen, Thursday’s rainfall
was measured at between 2 %2 and 4 inches per hour.
By comparison, the 2017 storm dropped between five
and nine inches of rainfall per hour.

Changing the Unsafe Structure Law

Following a public hearing at which no one spoke,
the Trustees voted to change the 2008 Unsafe Struc-
tures Local Law to allow for the identification, repair,
or removal of unsafe buildings, structures, and sites.
This new law came about as the Village attempts to
take property along Classic Street to effect repairs to
a portion of the sidewalk that has upheaved and is
considered dangerous. Attempts to find the owner or
the property have been futile to this point. Trustees
decided to begin eminent domain procedures includ-
ing hiring an appraiser to determine the fair market
value of the property.

ARPA Funding

Hoosick Falls has received its second round of
American Rescue Plan Act monies, giving it nearly
$195,000 in the bank. The Trustees debated many
potential uses, and decided at this meeting to allo-
cate $3,750 for the restoration of the Grandma Moses

mural and present the Youth Center with a check for
$10,000. Further discussions will take place at the
Board’s September meeting.

News and Notes

The Board appointed Michael Milliron (owner of
Iron Coffee) to the Police Review Board, giving it a
fifth member. Mayor Allen announced that the NYS
Department of Environmental Conservation has
declared the former Oak Mitsui land on River Road a
Class 2 Superfund site because of significant levels of
volatile organic compounds in the soil.

Abandoned vehicles in a lower Classic Street park-
ing lot were another topic, with the Board deciding to
explore just what laws are on the books about towing
them. If no one claims them, what happens after they
are towed was a subject of concern. Mayor Allen was
authorized to sign a letter of intent for a NY Forward
Grant, which would offer technical assistance for plan-
ning in applying for funding for up to $4.5 million that
could be used for restoration project in the Village.

Trustees approved a $60,000 bond resolution for
the purchase of two pumps for leachate removal at
the landfill along with contaminated soil removal.
The possible use of ARPA monies for this is being
looked into. The use of Wood Park and other Vil-
lage lands and roadways for the Annual Walter Wood
Tractor parade on October 1 was also approved.

Buying and Selling Sheep

Thursday, September 9, 1852: This
morning at three o’clock Geo P. starts
for Troy to meet his two sisters on their
way home from the west on a visit,
and he went by way of Union Village
that is called West Nassau and carried
144% pounds pulled wool to Nathan-
iel Griffith at 31 cts per but he was not
home but Geo P. left the wool accord-
ing to contract and said Griffith fam-
ily’s word that the pay would be sent to
us for the wool, and then Geo P. went
into Troy and at six o’clock cars my
two daughters got into Troy and Geo
P. fetched them out to Wynantskill to
James Bushes and stayed tonight.
Friday: This morning at four o’clock
John F. went after Doctor Bates for his
mother, her complaint continues. Today
rainy. At three o’clock Geo P. returned
home with his two sisters and this eve-
ning Charlotte E. handed me a ten dollar
bill back of the 25 dollars I handed her
when they started the journey.

Tuesday: Today Geo P. starts with one
horse wagon to go north, perhaps into
Vermont after sheep and cattle.
Monday, September 20: I chopped and
split chestnut timber to put into stone
wall fence and helped load stone and
John F. drew stone with his ox team

and John Merrils laid up wall, and
Rufus Kendall stayed with us tonight,
he is on his way peddling or selling
paint, and tonight Geo P. returned home
from Vermont buying cattle and sheep
and paid one hundred and six dollars
for six head oxen and steers and paid
ninety eight dollars for one hundred
and sixteen sheep, 2/3 of them wethers.
Tuesday: Today John F. took my horse
and wagon and carried a load of goods
to Albany for the widow Freelove
Wiley, and today John Merrils laid up
wall for us.

Wednesday: This morning John F. went
up from Albany to Troy and up to Lan-
singburgh to the County Fair and cattle
show, and returned home tonight.
Thursday: This morning I paid John
Merrils two dollars cash into the hands
of his little daughter. Two men called
today from Claverack and took dinner
with us and bargained with Geo P. for
to buy some sheep of him at one dollar
and sixty eight cts per head, and then
they would not stand to the bargain. This
evening when Geo P. went to Hancock
Village [ sent by him twenty five dollars
and he paid it into Hancock Union store
for one share and took a certificate receit
signed by Thomas Eldridge as President.
